With the weather cooperating, we
are off to a strong start to the
2009 Golf Season at Westfield!

The Club’s Official Opening was
held on May 23rd, 2009 with over
one hundred and twenty members
and guests in attendance. This
well attended event celebrated
ninety years of Westfield Golf
Club history with a trivia quiz
throughout the evening and
memorabilia on display. A huge
thank you to Moira Adams, her
daughter Christina Adams (our
trivia quiz hostess) and other
House Committee members as
well as various Adam’s family
members who worked hard to
ensure a good time was had by all
– job well done! Lynn Worden
and her staff served an excellent
meal and Anne McGinley, our
Special Events Co-Ordinator also
did a superb job planning the
evening, right down to the
smallest detail – thank you all!
Golf “paparazzi” were in
attendance and have provided
some pictures from the evening –
have a peek later in the newsletter.

Efforts by staff to ensure 2009
membership dues were paid in full
or part of a monthly payment plan
before May 24th has proven
successful. This effort delivers
two main benefits to the Club – it
allows us to know earlier in the
season how our membership dues
revenue is trending (to budget)
and improves cash flow (with the
added benefit of reducing our
accounts receivables). With such a

strong reliance on dues for
operating revenue, knowing where
we stand financially early in the
season allows us to manage our
expenses much more effectively
throughout the season.

From a financial perspective, you
will be pleased to know we appear
to be well positioned to meet our
membership revenue target for
2009. We have basically netted
out with 93 new members and 93
resignations across all membership
categories. While revenues
appear to be trending on budget,
we have already been faced with a
number of unbudgeted equipment
repairs required to improve the
performance of our on-course
equipment. As a result, we are
continuing to work hard to
identify revenue opportunities and
areas where we can minimize
expenses with little or no impact
on members or the condition of
the golf course.

Another area in need of
immediate attention is the exterior
of the Clubhouse. For any of you
who have “looked up” under the
eaves of the Clubhouse, you will
see significant peeling. In
addition, we have identified some
rot in the eaves and are in need of
new eavestroughing to alleviate
this maintenance issue. With the
kind and generous support of a
corporate donation from
Benjamin Moore Paints (member
Brett Jones) we have been offered
the stain/paint required to
complete the exterior painting of

the Clubhouse as well as the
expertise to ensure the job is done
properly to avoid the problem we
are currently facing with the
peeling paint. We have approved
a budget of up to $4,000 for
labour to paint and replacement of
the eavestroughing right away.
However, as a Board we made a
commitment to raise the $4,000
required to fund this building
improvement through a special
event being planned for mid-
summer. Stay tuned as we work
out the details of this “all
member” fun golf/social event!

Over the next few weeks we will
start to move into our peak
golfing season with a number of
member and outside events
scheduled. With a strong and
active membership, we will be
monitoring the use of allocated tee
times by member leagues and in-
house tournaments to ensure the
times allotted fit the demand of
the group and if required,
adjustments will be made to
ensure the first tee is not being
under-utilized.

Please remember your support of
the Club is important – enjoy a
drink or have a bite to eat after the
game on the patio!

We are into the 2009 golf season and as usual May brought a lot of wet weather. The course held up quite well
with all the precipitation and Paul Marr and the grounds crew prepared the course very well during the month of
May. Warmer weather at the end of the month has allowed for the grass to begin filling the bare spots on the
course. June should have great conditions to enjoy the course.

One thing you may have noticed while putting the ball into the hole is the absence
of the lip protectors on the holes. These were removed in May because they
promote lip outs. This is unfair to golfers as a putt that could have dropped remains
out of the hole because of an outside agent. In competition, lip protectors are not
allowed and must be removed. I would ask all players to respect the course and the
game, please DO NOT remove your ball from the hole with your putter head. If
you need assistance removing your ball, please ask a member in your group to
retrieve the ball from the hole for you.

Aeration began in the last week of May, thank you for everyone’s patience during

this process. The back nine will be completed in early June. The crew
appreciates your patience, as this aeration is very important.

The Green’s Committee is asking for everyone’s assistance to recognize safety concerns on the course. Safety
comes in many forms - holes/rocks on the course, being hit or in close proximity to a landing ball while on a tee
box, etc. We ask that all concerns be brought to my attention, either through email (preferred correspondence)
or if you prefer, you may leave an envelope to my attention at the Pro Shop or in the Office. When it comes to
safety, no concern is too small - please do not hesitate to bring the concern to the committee. I also invite any
comments, questions or concerns you may have so we can look into anything before it escalates. My email
address is peter.mccarthy_greens @ yahoo.ca; please do not hesitate to send your message along.

Please remember to repair your ball marks, rake the sand traps, and use the sand/seed mixture on the par 3 tee
boxes.
