As a playing
member it is your duty to repair ball marks on the greens, I do it, my playing partners
do it, and most of the membership do it, however for those who do not repair their
ball marks I ask one thing, please repair the mark, you are ruining our greens.
REPAIR YOUR BALL MARKS!

I hope you had a great summer, enjoy the fall, and don’t get too frustrated when you
lose a ball under the leaves. In the case you do lose a ball in excessive leaves, except in
tournament play, this should be treated as an Abnormal Ground Condition and players
who lose their ball in an area with excessive leaves in the closely mown portion of the
hole, and are certain of the balls location, may proceed under Rule 25-1(c). Basically,
you do not have to take a penalty for the lost ball in the excessive leaves and keeps a
steady pace of play.
